| hope you are enjoying our newsletters and are feeling up to date with everything that is going
on at Hazel Wood. | wanted to write to you today on the back of Mr Johnson’s briefing on
Sunday. His announcement did not give a date for Secondary schools to re-open but he did say
that if the ‘R’ levels are suitably low, Year 10 MIGHT return to school in a few weeks before the
summer holidays.

Obviously, that then means then that all other year groups will not return before the

summer and online learning will continue. In the next couple of weeks, we are going to be
discussing the possibilities of supplementing our online learning and learning packs with some
tutorial videos for students led by our staff and we might also try a 'Zoom' assembly! Further
details to follow but we have been encouraged by our students’ involvement in everything staff
have offered thus far!

Despite remaining closed at the moment, we are of course open for key worker pupils and those
who are vulnerable at this time, these pupils are completing the same work that we set for all
pupils, based on their year group. Learning from home has been an interesting development for
us all, balancing home life, sharing the use of laptops and tablets, accessing all the different
tasks children have been set from both primary school and from us here at Hazel Wood can be a
challenge.

I must be really clear that completing work at home is a balance, we have set tasks for all
subjects — however we do understand the difficulties pupils and families will have to complete
every task. All we ask for is that pupils have a go at the tasks, if possible, and where they are
struggling the can contact the teacher on SatchelOne / by school email, or a member of the
family can contact school reception and we can see if we can help.

For our Year 10 students half way through their GCSE courses we are obviously aiming to keep
on track with as much of the curriculum as we can, in simple but effective ways. Their Y10
mentor is in touch regularly and we are logging any concerns, or pupils who have shared they
are not working, so that we can help fill in the gaps when we do return to school. We will share
any return to school information for Year 10 as soon as we have the details.

We would like to thank all families at this point for their help with learning at home, many of us
at school are in the same position and we know how hard this is. We can look at SatchelOne and
see who has logged on, however this only shows a visit to the website, not that work is being
completed. Each teacher is looking at the tasks they have been sent and keeping a record of the
completed work. We celebrate this hard work in the Friday edition of the newsletter, in the
PROUD FRIDAY section.

Paper packs remain available from Reception for pupils to complete work and have been
planned for pupils to the end of next week
